What is it?

Center priests and retired priests are available to help cover in parishes that need priests.

When is it?
e Onthe Wednesdays of Lent, every church, chapel, and oratory will be open from 6:30-8:00pm for individual
confession.

o February 24, March 3, March 10, March 17, March 24, March 31

o It will begin the Wednesday after Ash Wednesday (which is February 17)
e A confession service for the priests to go to confession is being organized in each of the regions.
e |tis anticipated that this program will be continued during future seasons of Advent and Lent.
